CASE

On August 22, 1990, shortly after midnight, Jaeger called 911 from home and reported
that his nineteen-year-old live-in girlfriend, Mary Barndt, had shot herself. When police
and paramedics arrived, they found Mary partially clothed and lying in the kitchen. 22
caliber pistol was lying pretty close to her right foot, and an empty shell casing was
found between her ankles. The police also found a bra next her body.

Mary was unconscious and had a weak pulse when the paramedics began to treat her
injuries. The bullet entered her neck just above the clavicle and had struck her
subclavicular artery, causing severe internal bleeding. In an attempt to preserve
evidence, one of the police officers taped brown paper bags on Mary's hands. She died
shortly after arriving at the hospital.

Jaeger told one of the officers that when he arrived home from work at about 7:30 p.m.,
the house appeared empty. However, at 8:30 p.m., he discovered Mary's thirteen-month-
old daughter alone in a back bedroom. He admitted that he was angry and upset that
Mary had left the child unattended. He called Judy Clark, Mary's mother, in an attempt
to locate Mary, but she did not know Mary's whereabouts. Jaeger also told the police
that when Mary finally returned home at around 12:10 a.m., he told her that he was tired
of her lying and wanted her out of the house by the next day. He said that he then called
her mother again and that after a struggle, Mary reluctantly took the phone. He asserted
that after Mary began talking to her mother, he threw a blanket and pillow into the hall
for her and he then went to bed. He stated that he later awoke to a bang and that he
found Mary lying unconscious on the kitchen floor. He maintained that she shot herself.
However, other evidence contradicted Jaeger's story. The police swabbed both Jaeger's
and Mary's hands for gunshot residue ("GSR"). These swabs were then taken to the state
crime lab and examined by two separate experts. Both experts concluded that the swabs
taken from Jaeger's hands contained elements of GSR while the swabs taken from
Mary's hands did not. Thus the GSR evidence suggested that Jaeger, not Mary, had fired
a gun. In addition to the GSR evidence, Dr. Edward A. Leis, the Deputy Chief Medical
Examiner, performed an autopsy on Mary's body. The autopsy showed that Mary died
from a gunshot wound to the neck. Moreover, on the basis of the autopsy results, Dr.
Leis had an opinion that Mary's death was a homicide, not a suicide.

The State charged Jaeger with second degree murder. However, at the preliminary
hearing on that charge, the magistrate dismissed the information for lack of probable
cause. The State appealed from the dismissal, and the court of appeals reversed. The
central issue at Jaeger's trial was whether Mary's death was a suicide or a homicide.



During trial, Jaeger sought to admit certain medical records from Valley Mental
Health's Adolescent Residential Treatment & Education Center ("ARTEC"). Mary was
a resident of ARTEC from 1986 to 1987 because she was ungovernable, ran away from
home, and abused alcohol and drugs. The ARTEC records contained statements Mary
allegedly made admitting that she had attempted suicide in the past but denying any
suicidal ideation while a resident of the program. The State objected to the admission of
the records; the court sustained the objection, ruling that they were irrelevant.

Jaeger was ultimately convicted as charged and was sentenced to serve a term of five
years in prison. Thereafter, he moved for a new trial on the basis that the trial court
erroneously excluded evidence of Mary's past suicide attempt. The court denied the
motion. Jaeger now appeals.

What is Law?
Law and the legal system is the natural outcome of people living together and dealing
with each other. Law evolved before history was even recorded, and rules were
established to settle disputes before written laws or courts ever existed. This dates back
to the times of the ancient Egyptians and Babylonians.
In Babylonia tribal customs were converted into social laws thousands of years ago.
Laws also existed in ancient Greece. Our knowledge of ancient Greek laws comes from
various Homeric writings. As well, the Roman law was the legal system not only in
ancient Rome but was applied throughout Europe until the eighteenth century. Many
European modern laws are still influenced by Roman law.
In the middle ages, there was commercial and trade law that governed the trade and
commercial transactions throughout Europe. This law emerged due to the need for
certain standards to regulate international trade. European court systems and legal
orders were created and those who did not abide by the rules, regulations and decisions
of this system were excluded from the social as well as business community. That is,
they suffered the consequence of not being able to conduct business transactions in the
future.

Die Bundesregierung ist das oberste Exekutivorgan der Bundesrepublik Deutschland.
Sie besteht aus dem Bundeskanzler und den Bundesministern. Der Bundeskanzler wird
vom Bundespriasidenten vorgeschlagen und vom Bundestag gewihlt. Die
Bundesminister werden auf Vorschlag des Bundeskanzlers vom Bundespréisidenten
ernannt und entlassen. Der Kanzler wihlt also seine Minister selbst aus, sie sind seine
Mitarbeiter, die er auch gegen den Willen seiner Partei halten oder fallen lassen kann.
Der Bundeskanzler hat damit eine besonders starke Stellung. Er fiilhrt im
Bundeskabinett den Vorsitz und bestimmt die Richtlinien der Regierungspolitik. Die
Bundesminister leiten im Rahmen dieser Richtlinien ihren Geschiftsbereich selbstindig
und in eigener Verantwortung. Der Kanzler kann also nicht unter Umgehung des
Ministers den Beamten eines Ministeriums direkte Weisungen geben. Ein vom
Bundeskanzler ernannter Bundesminister ist zugleich der Vizekanzler, also
Stellvertreter des Bundeskanzlers. Die Arbeitsbehorde des Bundeskanzlers ist das
Bundeskanzleramt, das die Stellung einer obersten Bundesbehorde hat.

Crime Investigation

A criminal investigator is a person who detects a committed crime. To do this he should
collect facts to accomplish three aims: to identify the guilty party, to locate him/her and to
provide evidence of his/her guilt. The tools of the investigator are Information, Interrogation, and
Instrumentation. By the application of these tools in varying proportions the investigator collects
the facts which are necessary to establish the guilt of the accused person in a criminal trial.

The word “information” is used here to describe the knowledge which the investigator
gathers from different sources. They can be citizens, company records, the files of other
agencies and also such sources as paid informants, barmen, taxi drivers or former criminals.
“Interrogation” includes the skillful questioning of witnesses as well as suspects. The success of
“information” depends on the intelligent selection of information sources; the effectiveness of
“interrogation” varies with the skill, logic, and psychological insight with which the investigator
questions a person who is in possession of information relevant to the case. “Instrumentation”
includes the application of the instruments and methods of the physical sciences to the detection
of crime. It also includes all the technical methods by which the criminal is traced and the
investigation is advanced.

The objectives of the investigator provide a convenient division of the investigation into three
phases: 1) the criminal is identified; 2) he is traced and located; 3) the facts proving his guilt are
gathered for court presentation

What is Law?

Law and the legal system is the natural outcome of people living together and dealing
with each other. Law evolved before history was even recorded, and rules were established to
settle disputes before written laws or courts ever existed. This dates back to the times of the
ancient Egyptians and Babylonians.

In Babylonia tribal customs were converted into social laws thousands of years ago.
Laws also existed in ancient Greece. Our knowledge of ancient Greek laws comes from various
Homeric writings. As well, the Roman law was the legal system not only in ancient Rome, but
was applied throughout Europe until the eighteenth century. Many European modern laws are
still influenced by Roman law.

In the middle ages, there was commercial and trade law that governed the trade and
commercial transactions throughout Europe. This law emerged due to the need for certain
standards to regulate international trade. European court systems and legal orders were created
and those who did not abide by the rules, regulations and decisions of this system were excluded
from the social as well as business community. That is, they suffered the consequence of not

The Court Service

The Court Service is an executive agency of the Lord Chancellor's Department, which is
responsible for all policy decisions regarding criminal courts and the justice system. The Court
Service was established to provide support to all the various parts of the legal system in England
and Wales, including: the Court of Appeal, the Crown Court, and the High Court, all of which
comprise the Supreme Court; and a number of county courts and tribunals.

The Court Service is dedicated to making the legal system as efficient and accurate as
possible. The basic structure of the legal system within England and Wales consists of the
Magistrates' courts, that deal with the majority of minor and petty offences; the Crown Court,
which deals with all criminal cases that go to trial; the County Court, which presides over civil or
family disputes that require legal judgement; and the High Court, which is the most senior civil
court in England and Wales. The Crown Court, High Court and County Courts can all present
cases for appeal at the Court of Appeal, and if the case involves some important change in the
actual law, then it may go to the House of Lords, the highest court in England and Wales.

Civil cases can be defined as cases where one or more individuals wish to prosecute
another individual or company to gain recompense for some harm they have suffered, whereas a
Criminal case consists of the state (Crown) prosecuting an individual for allegedly committing a
crime against society as a whole.

Le juge d’instruction est un magistrat du siége, donc inamovible et indépendant nommé par le
décret du Président de la République. Il a en charge la préparation ou plus précisément la mise en
¢état de certaines procédures pénales, soit en raison de leur nature, I’instruction est obligatoire en
matiere criminelle ou de leur complexité.

Le juge d’instruction ne juge pas les auteurs d’infractions ; il instruit les affaires pénales
qui lui sont confiées soit par le Procureur de la République soit directement par les victimes
(plainte avec constitution de Partie Civile). L’instruction est obligatoire pour les crimes
(assassinats, viols, vols avec arme, importation des stupéfiants en bande organisée...) et
facultative pour les délits (vols, escroquerie, faux, coups et blessures....) et les contraventions
(infractions au code de la route...).

Le juge d’instruction dispose de pouvoirs importants. Ce sont, d’une part, des pouvoirs
d’instruction, c’est a dire d’investigation et de coercition et, d’autre part, des pouvoirs
juridictionnels. Il conduit librement ses investigations et ne peut recevoir d’injonctions de
quiconque ; il ne peut étre dessaisi que selon des procédures particuliéres qui protégent son
indépendance. Cependant, il existe une juridiction d’instruction du « second degré », la Chambre
d’Accusation qui est une formation collégiale de la Cour d’Appel. Son role est d’examiner les
décisions juridictionnelles du juge d’instruction, a la suite d’un appel des parties, la décision
rendue par cette juridiction étant elle-méme susceptible d’un pourvoi devant la Cour de
Cassation.

Die ordentlichen Gerichte sind zustindig zur Entscheidung in allen Strafverfahren und
Streitigkeiten auf dem Gebiet des Zivilrechts, vor allem des biirgerlichen Rechts und des
Handelsrechts sowie in Angelegenheiten der sog. Freiwilligen Gerichtsbarkeit (Grundbuch-,
Vormundschafts-, Nachlasssachen u.a.).

Die  Verwaltungsgerichte  entscheiden  iiber  offentlich-rechtliche  Streitigkeiten
nichtverfassungsrechtlicher Art (soweit nicht eine gesetzliche Zustindigkeit anderer
Gerichtsbarkeiten bestem, wie z.B. fiir das Sozialversicherungsrecht und das Steuerrecht). Sie
gewidhren dem Biirger Schutz im Verhéltnis zu Verwaltungsbehorden.

Die Finanzgerichte sind zustindig bei Streitigkeiten zwischen dem Biirger und dem Staat iiber
Steuern und Abgaben.

Die Arbeitsgerichte befassen sich mit Streitigkeiten zwischen Arbeitgebern und
Arbeitnehmern aus dem Arbeitsverhéltnis, mit Streitigkeiten zwischen Tarifvertragsparteien und
mit Fragen des Betriebsverfassungsrechts, wie der Mitbestimmung der Arbeitnehmer in den
Betrieben.

Die Sozialgerichte entscheiden bei Streitigkeiten aus dem Bereich der Sozialversicherung, der
Kriegsopferversorgung und des Kassenarztrechts.

Die Gerichte der fiinf Gerichtszweige sind an die gesamte Rechtsordnung gebunden, d.h. an die
Verfassungen des Bundes und der Lénder und die im Rang unter der Verfassung stehenden
Rechtsvorschriften (Gesetze und Verordnungen).
